Let us learn more in depth about giving SACRIFICIALLY. The widow’s mite j’; :
provides us the example. Itis not the amount which concerned Christ, but her giving deeply, 3
wholeheartedly, unselfishly, and sacrificially. (Mark 12:41-44)
